HIGHLIGHTS OF RESOURCE PERSON’S ADDRESS:

The webinar began with an impactful note on how out of all the creatures on Earth, humans are
the most dangerous. The video presentation focused on unspeakably horrific ways of humans
destroying nature. Also, it highlighted how humans mindlessly kill animals which make species
go endangered. We humans are unable to co-exist with the ecosystem in which we are a part of;
we seek to conquer and Kill for our own gain, inevitably hurtling towards our own demise.
Following this, he briefly discussed food chain process and ecosystem restoration to make the
audience understand how humans are dependent on nature.

He moved onto the topic of the webinar - Elimination of Single-use plastics. He listed out the
damages caused by plastic:
e The recycling period of some every-day plastic materials we use were shown.
e Incontrast to the report by the Cancer Research Foundation by UK, that stated plastics
were not cancerous, plastics contain BPA, which is linked to the development of cancer.

e Food delivery services use to pack the foods in plastic containers that melt and mix with
hot food thus being carcinogenic

e Plastics also results in infertility, breast cancer and early puberty by affecting our
hormones.

Waste Not: For Sustainable Living

The Enviro Club in association with PIIC is organizing a seminar on "Waste Not - for
Sustainable Living" (A Solid Waste Management Initiative) on 3rd March 2022 (Thursday) at
10.30 am in Conference Hall (C - Block). The session was anchored by AWCEM foundation.
The presentation highlighted how humans pollute this small portion of the land with toxic waste
and dump-yards. A video was shown to make the audience realise the impact of such practice on
future generations.

They went onto discuss the 4-Rs for the sustainable use of plastics: Refuse, Reduce, Reuse and
Recycle. Further we were given important information about the types of plastics that we use
every day. Then the discussion moved onto 3 main categories of waste: Solid, Liquid and
Hazardous waste. A video was shown in which a huge plastic straw was stuck in the nostril of a
tortoise to demonstrate the impact of poor waste management. We were also informed of the
opportunity to pursue an internship in the foundation. We would receive an internationally
recognized certificate after our successful completion.
